Poetic encounter and art photography exhibition «Stone and Sea» with Greek Cypriot
and Turkish Cypriot poets

The Cultural Services of the Ministry of Education and Culture and the Organization European
Capital of Culture Pafos 2017 are organizing a poetic encounter and art photography exhibition
under the theme “Stone and Sea”. The event is taking place within the framework of the
institution European Capital of Culture Pafos 2017, during which Greek Cypriot and Turkish
Cypriot poets will read their own poems in Greek and Turkish. During the readings, there will be
projections of the translation of the poems into Greek/Turkish and into English.

The curator of the photography exhibition, Mr. Platon Rivellis, states: “The subject of a group
exhibition is simply a linchpin holding the different creative proposals together. However, in the
case of a photography exhibition, there should also be another suggestive albeit distinct
connecting term referring to the type of photography in order to partly determine the aim of
bringing different photographers under the same exhibition. Here, the aim of this specific
exhibition was to express visual poetry, in other words an artistic dimension, for which it would
make sense to emphasise the creator’s personality rather than the information content.
Therefore, the conventional and general subject of the title highlights the substantial and
specific theme which, as everywhere in art, is no other than the uniqueness of the creator’s
artistic identity.”
