The Committee on the Peaceful Uses of Outer Space (COPUQS) set up by General Assembly Resolution 1472 (XIV)
http://www.un.org/es/comun/docs/index.asp2symbol=A/RES/1472(XIV)&referer=http://www.un.org/es/documents/ag/res/14/ares14.htm&Lang=E sets the aims
of space exploration usage in benefit of peace, security and development.

The First UN Conference on the Exploration and Peaceful Uses of Outer Space was heldin 1968 in Vienna, and the celebration of its 50th anniversary will be taking place
in2018.

Categories:
According to the Oxford Dictionary of Astronomy, a galaxy is: “a system of stars, often with interstellar gas and dust, bound togwether by gravity. Galaxies are the
principal visible structures of the Universe”.

For Infant and Primary School (until 6 years old):

Lets start from the begining, lets get to know the universe and its constelations.

After an explanation by the feacher about the elements which compone a galaxy, we are going to get familiarized with what we see at night when we look up at the
sky. All the children in the class will choose a constelation (a group of stars which, through imaginary traces, form a picture which evoques a certain shape) they like
best or prefer most for any reason and we ask them to represent it. Then we ask the teachers to take a photograph (working in group) or that the children draw the
constelation on paper. Note for teachers: In UNOOSA's website there are many educational units in various languages (English, Spanish and French) which could help

For Primary School (from 6 to 12 years old):

In 1959, the General Assembly created the Committee on the Peaceful Uses of Outer Space (COPUOS).

Explain to the
world in a visual way how would a Galaxy of Peace be for you. Note for teachers: The Committee on the Peaceful Uses of Outer Space (COPUOS) is an
infergovernmental organism which is integrated by 61 Memeber States and it is tasked with coordinating the activity developed by the United Nations in this specific
sphere. Likewise, it is also competence of this Committee: international cooperation in peaceful uses of outer space, encouraging space research programmes and
developping the law applied to the exploration of Outer Space.
