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SCOLARSHIPS FOR THE PROJECT “FOLLOW DEMOCRACY”

The Goethe-Institut Cyprus will be awarding two scholarships to
young people from Cyprus, who would like to participate in the youth
project “Follow Democracy”, which will be taking place from 8 to 16
September in Neustadt/Weinstrae and the surroundings.

Follow Democracy, which has democracy in Europe as its subject, was
conceived as an artistic opportunity for young people. Events are
organized around the Hambach castle, where young people from the
region and abroad will be meeting for nine days. Through the
impressive original scene of the “Hambach Festival of 1832", the
young participants will be introduced to the historical dimension of
the democracy movement. In 1832, 20,000 to 30,000 people came
together at the Hambach Festival to advocate for civil, liberal and
national rights. It was the biggest event to date that presented
democratic demands to a wider public. Moreover, it was also marked
by solidarity among the neighbouring European nations.

The project will take place from 8 to 16 September 2018 in
Neustadt/Weinstrate and the surrounding area, around the Hambach
Castle, where there will be workshops offered on art and language
themed topics. These will include lecture performances and poetry
slams that focus on language, discourse, political rhetoric, as well as
freedom of speech and expression. During a visit to the European
Parliament in Strasbourg, political processes will be experienced first-
hand. As part of #followdemocracy, young journalists will critically
engage with the issue of freedom of expression and speech on the
Internet. They will publish their views on Digital Democracy in a blog.
Together with the locals, a land-art project on democracy will be
created at Hambach Castle.

Young people, who are between the ages of 16 and 18 and have a
minimum A2 German language level, can apply for the scholarship.
