OPENING THE DIGITAL BLACKBOX:
UNPACKING AND NUANCING DIGITAL -
MATERIAL EDUCATION

Jennifer Rowsell
Professor of Digital Literacy, School of Education
University of Sheffield

Black boxes sit inside of machines generating information and knowledge for people, but
as engineers, computer scientists, software designers, coders, hackers know, blackbox
processes that share and circulate information are opaque if not invisible. That is, a black
box sends us knowledge, but we do not necessarily understand how, when, where, in what
ways, from whom they arrive. Broadly speaking, as educators and researchers, we do not
know enough about blackboxed knowledge practices, texts, and technologies that we en-
gage in all of the time. Scholars like Umoja Noble (2018) and Ruha Benjamin (2019) have
opened up blackboxes to expose oppression and racism and much more needs to be done
in education to give our students the criticality they need about these hidden knowledge
systems and practices that they move across during their engagements with print, media,
digital, immersive, and Al platforms. In this talk, | apply blackboxing to the digital literacy
practices that were always present, but that have been dramatically accelerated by the pan-
demic years. Based on an interview study, | will open the black box of digital literacy pat-
terns and practices that offer ways to reimagine pedagogies and educational frameworks.
Moving into the lives of 17 people, | will draw out our movements across digital, physical, Al,
print-based, and object-led literacy practices that have the potential to rethink how literacy
is taught and framed today. There is an essential social justice thread that runs throughout
the keynote which attends to inequalities and to critical literacy that we must inform our
reimagined literacy futures.

ECO-LITERACY IN AN AGE
OF SUSTAINABILITY CRISES

Nikolaj EIf

Today, climate change, biodiversity loss and pollution constitute an interlinked triple plan-
etary sustainability crisis that needs to be tackled together to secure a greener and viable
future. Changing behaviours and ways of thinking, living and communicating in societies
requires multi-disciplinary collaborations, including the research methods, tools and knowl-
edge from humanities in general and literacy studies in particular. Based on three ongoing
research-initiatives — the mixed-methods research project Green transition in lower-second-
ary education funded by the Independent Danish Research Foundation; the Danish Centre
for Primary and Lower-secondary Education Research as well as the recently established
Elite Centre Understanding Human Relationships with the Environment (CUHRE) — this key-
note will address how literacy researchers engaged in education can address the crises
through practice-oriented research. In particular, | will focus on the notions of eco-literacy
and Eco-Bildung and how they might be useful for rethinking literacy research in, with and
for education. Questions | ask are: How can teaching within particular school subjects, such
as L1/Language arts, social science and science as well as across the curriculum, address
the crises we face? How can ecoliteracy and/or Bildung be fostered among citizens in car-
bon-intensive countries around the world? And even more broadly, and politically: What is
the mission for future literacy research —and why?

In today’s globalized and internationalized world, communicative challenges are diverse,
encompassing issues such as misunderstandings arising from different value orientations
and social discrimination due to ethno-cultural prejudices. While the development of multi-
lingual skills is undoubtedly necessary, it does not suffice. To avoid fostering xenophobic
and ethnocentric attitudes and to achieve effective communication among individuals from
various linguistic and cultural backgrounds, intercultural literacy has been proposed, based
on the principles of intercultural communication. However, the field of intercultural commu-
nication has faced criticism for inadvertently reinforcing stereotypes, by regarding culture
as a given and objective collection of social characteristics or psychological tendencies
shared by members of a particular group. In this presentation, | advocate for the develop-
ment of critical intercultural literacy, drawing on Critical Discourse Studies. By examining
specific examples from public discourses on multilingualism and interculturality, it will be
shown that “languages”, “cultures” and “identities” are not objective entities, but rather
discursive constructions entangled with specific power relations.



LITERACIES OF SURVIVAL:

FAVELA ACTIVISTS’ COLLECTIVE ACTION
AND CREATIVE USE

OF TECHNOLOGIES IN PURSING
REDRESS OF INEQUITIES

Daniel N. Silva

This lecture draws from my ongoing ethnography with activists (teachers, students, artists,
journalists, and human rights defenders) in the Complexo do Alem o favelas in Rio de Ja-
neiro, Brazil. Favelas are neighborhoods built by residents, and they were first formed by
former enslaved people and their descendants who were not afforded with housing or labor
policies following the end of the longest and largest slavery regime of European colonial-
ism. Today, despite having the lowest Human Development Index in the city (0.711) and
disproportionately fewer public services such as schools and health care facilities, Com-
plexo do Alem o is a site of intense artistic activity, political organization, and production of
solutions for everyday life. | discuss here activists’ strategic engagement with literacies of
survival, that is, the contextual use of resources and technologies of writing for creatively
grappling with the legacies of the transatlantic slave trade — including anti-Black racism and
aggressive policing — and pursing redress of longstanding inequities. Analytically, | build a
case study unpacking communicative strategies and reflexive semiotic models enacted by
participants of Faveladoc, a grassroots documentary making workshop that | attended in
2021. 1 examine how a group of majorly Black participants engaged with digital literacies to
grapple with a shootout that broke out during a meeting. | discuss the role of local (digital)
literacy practices and a situated literacy event in rendering uncertainty into a backdrop from
which modes of reorienting knowledge, building socialites, and pursuing resources could
emerge. Through further enacting a distributed embodiment — collective commitments be-
yond a bounded body — participants facilitated hope as a creative and action-oriented affect
that has had political impacts for peripheries.

Practices, technologies and ideologies of (in)securitization often follow the rationale that
particular groups or phenomena present an existential threat that calls for exceptional mea-
sures and suspension of human/democratic rights. Yet, groups whose ways of life have
been (in)securitized (e.g., framed as belonging to a national “enemy” or threat) may build
alliances that resist stigma and domination. And while academic fields like international
relations and security studies have traditionally studied this subject, socio- and applied lin-
guistics may offer insights and analytic tools to help understand how language and literacies
are entangled with the production, circulation and contestation of frameworks and practices
of (in)security. Education is also a field largely affected by (in)securitization processes and
practices which is though often overlooked. With this as the starting point, the contributors
of this panel will focus on the following questions:

() How is the figure of the ‘enemy’ that justifies specific (violent) measures produced
in discourse?

) How do literacy practices and events get entangled with the advance or contestation
of (in)securitization?

® Where and how are digital technologies used to justify violent measures, and where
and how citizens use their digital literacies to build alliances and resist violence?

() How are educational contexts affected (and how do they respond) to (in)security and
fear?

This panel brings together empirical studies of how communicative practices, literacies and
education intersect with (in)securitization processes across a range of contemporary (or
historical) sites.

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PEDAGOGY OF SUMUD AMONG
PALESTINIAN YOUTH IN ISRAEL:
A DECOLONIAL ENGAGEMENT
WITH LINGUISTIC CITIZENSHIP

Muzna Awayed-Bishara
Tel Aviv University

This linguistic ethnographic study offers a pedagogical understanding of the Arabic term
‘sumua,’ or steadfastness, through a sociolinguistic analysis of decolonial modes of ex-
pression among Palestinian youth in Israel. | reflect on events during the 2021 uprisings in
East Jerusalem, when Palestinian youth within Israel took to the streets in solidarity with
Palestinians in Jerusalem and Gaza. Yet, to show solidarity with the plight of Palestinians
is to defy the main tenet of the Israeli education system. Specifically, the Palestinian Ara-
bic-speaking community studies in a segregated schooling system which is, nevertheless,
dominated and administered by Israel’s ministry of education. The Israeli establishment has
always perceived of Palestinian national identity as a threat to the Jewish nature of the state
(Reches 2009). Previous research has underpinned the educational apparatus of Palestin-
ians as a colonized education showing how it acts to limit what Palestinian students and
teachers can express about their identity and experiences (Awayed-Bishara et al., 2022).
Against this backdrop, | ask: how are Palestinian youth, who are subjugated under Israeli
governmentality, transforming and resisting denationalizing discourses and creating a new
sense of collective identity and agency? To address this question, | examine the way Pales-
tinian political ideals cultivated outside the formal educational system open new possibili-
ties for political organizing and expression in ways forged and embraced by youth. | reflect
upon interviews with members of the Haifa Youth Movement and a Palestinian hip-hop artist
and his lyrics. | engage with Stroud’s (2018) linguistic citizenship which offers a useful
semiotic approach for understanding how Palestinian youth are crafting new subjectivities
different than those imposed on them by the Israeli institute, mainly through its educational
apparatus. | show how pedagogy of sumud as a linguistic citizenship practice opens new
semiotic spaces for Palestinian youth in Israel to resist the erasure of their identity.

THE CONSTRUCTION OF THE NATIONAL SURVIVAL
AND THE INTERCULTURAL EDUCATION DISCOURSES:
AN ETHNOGRAPHIC PERSPECTIVE

OF A GREEK CYPRIOT LOWER SECONDARY SCHOOL

Xanthia Aristidou
European University of Cyprus

The presentation examines the formulation of the ‘national survival’ and the ‘intercultural
education’ discourses by teachers and students of Year 10 in a public lower secondary
school of the Republic of Cyprus. | adopt the ‘national survival’ discourse to examine the
wider ideologies of the notion of nationhood in the Greek Cypriot sociohistorical context,
which have been infused in the educational structure through a series of policies. The ele-
ment of ‘survival’ implies conceptualisation of a nation in need of continuing to exist, despite
the presence of adverse conditions and hardship, creating conditions of ‘national urgency’.
The ‘intercultural education’ discourse refers to the policies circulated by the Ministry of
Education and Culture, aiming to promote cultural diversity in the Republic’s educational
system, mainly formed after its accession to the EU. Employing the lens of securitisation
theory developed from the ‘Copenhagen School’ of security studies (W ver, 1995), the study
offers empirical examples of how actions, views and perspectives may be viewed as threats
to national identity in everyday communicative practices in the school setting, while making
calls towards national unity and collectivity.



PREYING ON EDUCATIONAL (IN)SECURITY:
INVESTIGATING THE AFFECTIVE DISCOURSES
OF THE FAR-RIGHT IN CYPRUS

Eleni Christodoulou & Michalinos Zembylas
Open University of Cyprus

Taking an interdisciplinary approach which combines the fields of political science and edu-
cation, in this paper we investigate the affective strategies of an under-researched far-right
party in Europe: the National Popular Front (ELAM) in the Republic of Cyprus. Conducting
such work is worthwhile particularly because it is these far-right politicians, who are elected
using democratically legitimate methods, that are in positions of authority and hold deci-
sion-making power regarding educational policies. Using an in-depth analysis of interviews
with elected politicians combined with an analysis of the party’s digital outputs (website
mapping, videos, posts etc.), we investigate the discursive and affective rhetoric that ELAM
uses to promote its political agenda regarding education. We focus on their main visions,
concerns and solutions regarding a) history education (b) education and peaceful coexis-
tence with the Turkish Cypriots and (c) children with a migrant background and education.
Our findings point towards the strong use of positive and negative emotions such as pride,
love and fear in the production and circulation of discourses of educational (in)security.

NEGOTIATIONS, RUPTURES AND EVERYDAY
ALLIANCES IN MULTILINGUAL COMMUNITIES
IN KARPASIA: WHEN “ENEMIES” SHARE

THE SAME LANGUAGE

Elena loannidou
University of Cyprus

The current paper explores instances of contact between multilingual communities at the
northern part of Cyprus who share different varieties of Greek and Turkish in their repertoire:
a) Greek-speaking (Romeika) Turkish Cypriots, b) Turkish nationals who were transplant-
ed from Trabzon to Cyprus and are Pontic (Rumca) speakers, c) local Greek Cypriots who
remained enclave after the partition in 1974. The first two communities speak a variety
of Greek (Cypriot Greek/Romeika, Pontic Greek/Rumca) as a home language although in
terms of identity they define themselves as Turkish or Turkish Cypriot (loannidou, 2022).
On the contrary the third community, speaks Cypriot Greek as a home language, identify
themselves as Greek Cypriots and have added Turkish in their repertoire after 1974. Due
to the unresolved political conflict in Cyprus between Greek and Turkish Cypriots, speaking
the language of the “other” has been a point of tension, suspicion, and immaobility for these
communities. In addition, each community has distinct stories in relation to space, displace-
ment and stigma. The current paper explores instances of daily encounters, negotiations
and alliances in the multilingual space of Karpasia peninsula, having as main theoretical
grounding the notion of space, border and the concept of language ecology. The data pre-
sented constitute a part of a longitudinal ethnographic study, having as main data collection
methods participant observations, audio and video recordings and interviews within and
across the communities.

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THE WRITING REVOLUTION:
DEVELOPING THINKING

& WRITING SKILLS

IN THE ESL CLASSROOM

Andry Sophocleous
University of Nicosia

Expository writing, the type that explains and informs, is vital for students’ success in
mastering English as a second or a foreign language. Yet, we, educators, are not spending
enough time teaching students explicitly #ow to write. Instead, most of the time, we focus
on the teaching of grammar and syntax even at the elementary level expecting and hoping
that as students develop their language skills they will also simply pick up writing skills
along the way. As a result, we see students in tertiary education struggling with various
issues regarding coherence, fluidity, clarity, critical thinking and structure in their writing.

The data for this study have been obtained from various English classes between Jan 2022
—Nov 2023 from middle and high schools after observing students’ lack in producing out-
lines for paragraph and essay writing. The data we consider examine how we can employ 5
different writing strategies to assist students’ writing development in ESL by sharing exam-
ples from actual classroom practice where these strategies are employed. We focus on ‘Be-
fore and After’ examples to illustrate how the teaching of these strategies can truly support
students’ development of their writing skills and stress the importance of deliberate practice
that specifically targets the skills they need to master in step-by-step processes they are
taught during class time. The results of this study suggest that the development of writing
skills gradually enhances the development of other aspects of language learning such as
grammar and punctuation skills, summarizing, knowledge development, drawing conclu-
sions and producing effective outlines. The findings of this study might interest educators
involved in curriculum development and teacher training in ESL or other foreign languages
taught at school.

VISUAL REPRESENTATIONS
OF MULTILINGUALISM

BY EFL LEARNERS

AND TEACHERS IN CYPRUS

There has been an increase in linguistically and culturally diverse classrooms worldwide.
Thus, more attention should be paid to teacher training to ensure that teachers are prepared
and ready to work with multilingual and multicultural students (Lorenz et al., 2021) due
to ‘the multilingual turn’ in education (May, 2019), which could be quite challenging for
teachers who are used to working in linguistically and culturally homogeneous classrooms
(Otwinowska, 2014). It is extremely important to investigate students and teachers’ beliefs
regarding multilingualism, their own linguistic repertoires and their current or future peda-
gogical practices in linguistically heterogeneous classrooms. Language portraits (LPs) are
amongst the popular methods that have been used by language educators and (foreign)
language researchers in recent years (Busch, 2006, 2012; Kasap, 2021). The aim of this
study was to investigate the linguistic repertoires, language experiences, perceptions, at-
titudes and beliefs of 100 EFL learners (primary and secondary level) and 100 future EFL
teachers in Cyprus via implementation of LP methodology. The results of the study showed
that the participants had positive attitudes towards multilingualism and multiculturalism,
and their linguistic repertoires were extensive. The participants expressed their feelings,
emotions, attitudes and beliefs regarding various languages, as well as the functions and
roles of these languages in their lives, teaching and learning process, via the choice of body
parts, colours and shades, and in their written and oral comments. The implementation of a
multimodal approach to data collection and data analysis appeared to be effective, which is
in line with the previous research by Busch (2018), Obojska and Purkarthofer (2018). LPs
provide a rich source of data due to the ‘associative, metaphorical and symbolic elements’
they depict (Salo & Dufva, 2018: 442). These findings can enhance students’ and educa-
tors’ multilingual awareness, and can improve teaching materials, curricula, and language
teaching and learning.



LEARNING TO TEACH 21ST
CENTURY SKILLS: TESOL TEACHERS’
PARTICIPATION IN A VIRTUAL
COMMUNITY OF PRACTICE

AS A FRAMEWORK

FOR PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT

If we are to be considered educators of the future, we need to move along with the demands
and reforms of the 21st century and embrace in our teaching practice what is known as the
21st century skills (Partnership for 21st Century Skills, [P21], 2009). In fact, research in
the field of foreign language teaching calls for TESOL teachers to adopt teaching methods
that apart from language skills, they also cultivate knowledge, skills (i.e. communication,
collaboration, critical thinking and creativity), attitudes and values that will enable students
to connect with the rest of the world. However, the question is; how prepared are TESOL
teachers to undertake this venture? As a first step, this participatory action research proj-
ect explored the current Continuing Professional Development (CPD) landscape of TESOL
Teachers in Cyprus in relation to their professional knowledge of the C21st skills and as
a second step, a Virtual Community of Practice (VCoP) was developed to address TESOL
teachers’ shared current professional development needs in terms of their professional
knowledge and repertoire of practice of the C21st skills. The preliminary results of both
these steps will be presented drawing upon Wenger’s (1998) concept of community of prac-
tice (CoP), which is defined as “a group of people who share a concern, a set of problems,
or a passion about a topic, and who deepen their knowledge and expertise in this area by
interacting on an ongoing basis” (p.4). Overall, the study hopes to enable CyTESOL teachers
to accentuate their voice and become creators of legitimate forms of knowledge tailored to
their needs, also providing an insight into how a VCoP can foster or inhibit CyTESOL teach-
ers’ professional development in the local sociocultural setting.

TEACHERS’ VIEW OF WHAT
LEISURE READING

MEANS FOR READING
EDUCATION IN SCHOOL

Havard Skaar

Research has shown that literacy strengthens pupils’ learning and knowledge acquisition,
and that leisure reading can contribute positively to pupils’ development of literacy, primar-
ily through quantitative training. At the same time, leisure reading is declining in almost all
parts of the Norwegian population, and especially among young people (Bakken, 2020). We
have investigated what makes some students still choose to read in their leisure time. Our
starting point is that despite the pressure that students’ leisure reading is under today, there
are still children and young people who read significantly more than their classmates (see
for example Merga, 2017; Rogiers, Van Keer & Merchie, 2020). These students therefore
choose to read despite the general decline in reading in the population. After conducting a
survey on the reading habits and reading motivation of sixth graders at eight schools in the
Oslo area (N=329), we interviewed some of the students in the sample who read the most in
their leisure time. We also interviewed the pupils’ class teachers about the pupils’ reading in
their leisure time and in school, and about their reading didactic practices. These individual
teacher interviews are the empirical material for this presentation. In the presentation teach-
ers’ statements will be related to existing reading research and reading teaching theory,
with particular emphasis on motivation theory (Deci, 1995; Ryan & Deci, 2017; Guthrie &
Wigfield, 2000; Guthrie & Humenick, 2004). What the teachers tell can help lay a foundation
for choosing the best possible measures to strengthen the pupils’ reading development by
connecting the pupils’ leisure reading with classroom-based reading training. The findings
will be relevant for both the development of reading education in schools, and for the train-
ing of teachers.
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MULTIMODAL LITERACY

IN AN ENGLISH-FOR-SPECIFIC-
PURPOSES COURSE:

MEANINGS FROM THE REDESIGNED

Maria Christoforou

We live in a world of complexity and transformation brought upon the unprecedented
technological advancements, like artificial intelligence, and social shifts like climate
change, the pandemic, etc. These developments have implications on literacy education
in tertiary education and on what constitutes to be literate in this digital age for foreign
language university students. The latter experience new literacy practices in their public
lives prompted by the multimodal affordances of technologies through which they en-
gage in innovative textual practices on their own social networking sites, for example,
editing videos and images, commenting, critiquing, sharing, and re-sharing textual va-
rieties. Professionally, however, in the intersection of pedagogy for multimodality and
foreign language teaching and learning, one can discern fewer multimodal opportunities
for undergraduate students, with a focus on more teacher-orchestrated practices and
tailored-made materials with laptop resources the students are expected to follow. This
approach does not align with their need to respond to the demands of the contemporary
digital age and the fast-changing social reality. Drawing from the theory of multiliteracies
and multimodal analysis, the present case study aims to explore design and transfor-
mation in the multimodal compositions (artefacts) of Fine Arts students of English for
Specific Purposes (ESP) in a tertiary education institution in Cyprus. More specifically,
the purpose is to explore what kind of represented and communicated meanings emerge
from the students’ redesigned multimodal compositions in an attempt to deviate from
conventional cognitivist orientations of ESP to including students’ voices, and choices in
language learning. Methodologically, the case study implements the students’ multimod-

al compositions and reflections, and the instructor’s field notes. The main implications
of the study necessitate the shift of the role of 21st-century ESP students from passive
recipients of information to active designers of course knowledge and for more equitable
ways of using digital media as meaning-making resources.



LANGUAGE GAMES

PROMOTING YOUNG LEARNERS’
PRONUNCIATION SKILLS
IN THE GREEK EFL CLASSROOM

Pronunciation teaching in the EFL classroom has long been regarded as a thorny issue and
a particularly challenging area. Consequently, different methodological approaches have ei-
ther consciously neglected (Communicative approach) or even disregarded altogether pro-
nunciation (Cognitive, approach) recognizing that a native-like accent is a futile goal which
may apply only to young learners (Lenneberg, 1967; Scovel, 2000). When pronunciation
is taught, learners are usually engaged in a mechanical reproduction of de-contextualized
drills (behaviorally oriented Audiolingual approach). However, the unprecedented spread
of English during the last decades, as a global, contact language, reignited the interest in
pronunciation towards realistic, intercultural teaching pathways (Jenkins, 2006, Seidlhofer,
2011) shifting the emphasis on mutual intelligibility and comprehensibility than native L2
accent. Nevertheless, the majority of teachers and educators in the " Greek EFL context
are still clinged to native-like pronunciation standards and ideals (Georgountzou & Tsantila,
2022; Sifakis & Sougari, 2005).

In this presentation, drawing on the Greek, rapidly emerging multi-cultural context, (Ziomas
et al, 2017), we attempt to enhance the phonological skills of 9-12-year-old EFL learners
who attend multicultural classes. For this purpose, we designed fluency-oriented tasks
which examined the pronunciation problems that EFL learners of the Greek primary school
faced after having been exposed to specific patterns of the English phonological system.
Subsequently, through follow-up, fully contextualized pronunciation tasks, reflection ques-
tions and classroom discussion, such phonological problems were addressed. Data col-
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lection entailed learners’ task sheets and teachers’ interviews. Findings reveal that young
learners (YLs) did not face comprehension issues stemming from phonological variations.
However, the pronunciation tasks prove phonological problems leading to miscommunica-
tion. In a stress free, task-oriented environment, young learners’ multi/intercultural aware-
ness is raised on the context-related phonological features that cause intelligibility problems
in English. Finally, implications of the study lead towards a reconsideration of hitherto norm-
bound teaching practices concerning English pronunciation.

TEACHING ENGLISH

IN HIGHER EDUCATION: ENGAGING
STUDENTS IN ENTREPRENEURIAL
AND SUSTAINABILITY-ORIENTED
PRACTICES

Elis Kakoulli Constantinou

The United Nations Agenda for Sustainable Development emphasises the need for imple-
mentation of strategies for the promotion of sustainability in all aspects of life including
education. This presentation focuses on a study conducted in the context of an English for
Commerce, Finance and Shipping course at the Cyprus University of Technology. In Spring
2023 the 46 students of the course took part in an entrepreneurship training programme,
which aimed at helping them to develop an entrepreneurial idea based on the concept of
sustainability. In her effort to maintain the good quality of the course, the course designer/
instructor and researcher wished to explore the views of her students and her own in rela-
tion to this experience. The study aimed at investigating whether the training programme
that the students attended improved their English language proficiency and whether certain
transversal competencies were developed. It involved the collection of both quantitative and
qualitative data. Firstly, an electronic questionnaire was administered to all the students of
the course after their participation in the programme. The questionnaire aimed at eliciting
their views on their whole experience with the project, what they gained out of it and the
challenges they faced. Moreover, the students and the instructor were requested to provide
their written reflections on the experience after the completion of the programme. The re-
sults of the study showed that the whole experience was generally positively perceived by
both the students and the instructor. Students thought that their language skills and other
skills (e.g. critical thinking, inter-personal and intra-personal skills, media and information
literacy, environmental sensitivity, etc.) were benefitted. Challenges pertaining to the cal-
culation of the financials, preparation of the slides, the presentation itself, etc. were also
reported. The findings yield useful insights for teachers, course designers and researchers
in the field of education in general and language teaching in particular.



AUTOMATIC SPEECH
RECOGNITION TECHNOLOGY
FOR INCLUSIVE READING
PRACTICE

Research has shown that learning to read requires phonics instruction and intensive prac-
tice often involving guided reading aloud. Since this is difficult to organize in traditional set-
tings, researchers have been studying the usability of Automatic Speech Recognition (ASR)
technology in learning to read programs, primarily for reading in English. For languages
other than English less research has been conducted and fewer resources are available to
develop pedagogically sound ASR-based programs for learning to read.

In the project ‘Dutch ASR-based Reading Tutor’ we investigated how reading software with
Automatic Speech Recognition (ASR) technology for learning to read in a language other
than English can best be developed and implemented in the school practice and at home.
We developed the first prototype of an online Reading Tutor for Dutch and used it to conduct
research on reading development. In our research a total of 752 first graders from 44 Dutch
schools practiced with the Reading Tutor and automatically received feedback on their read-
ing in different forms. Since the Reading Tutor is equipped with logging capabilities, the
logfiles containing the speech recordings and information about the children’s behaviour

during practice and their reactions to the different forms of feedback can be used for re-
search on reading development.

The increasing diversity and multilingualism in Dutch primary schools mean that more chil-
dren with different home languages have to learn to read in Dutch and this poses additional
challenges to ASR technology. However, to promote equality and inclusion, technologies
should be properly equipped to deal with the large variety of language backgrounds.

In this contribution we present results about the affordances of ASR technology for learning
to read, paying special attention to the performance of traditional and more recent ASR
systems for reading practice by non-native speakers.
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TO WHAT EXTENT DO
TYPED AND HANDWRITTEN
DICTATIONS AFFECT
SPELLING PERFORMANCE?

Literacy acquisition is essential for child development and future participation in society.
While spoken language acquisition is possible through simple exposure, learning to read
and write requires instruction and intensive practice. The increasing digitalization and the
development of advanced language technologies offer new opportunities for making literacy
education more sustainable, accessible and personalized, but little is known as to how they
impact specific aspects of reading and writing. For instance, the increasing use of devices
that require us to type instead of writing by hand, has raised questions as to whether typing
should take a more prominent role in spelling and writing education. So far, little research
has addressed the impact of digitized dictation on spelling and writing skills, mainly due to
the limited availability and implementation of digital dictation software in mainstream edu-
cation, especially for languages other than English. However, recent attempts at digitizing
some aspects of this process have produced valuable corpora that can be employed for
initial research.

One corpus is BasiScript, which contains written texts by Dutch primary school children
(grades 2-6) who wrote down words while teachers read them in context. Another corpus
was collected by Zwijsen Publishers through software in which sentences were read by
a pre-recorded voice and primary school children (grades 2-6) typed single words. In our
research we employed these corpora for an exploratory investigation of the effects of typ-

ing and handwriting on Dutch spelling performance by addressing the following research
question: To what extent do typing and handwriting lead to differences in Dutch spelling
performance?

Our analysis revealed more different spellings and lower relative error frequency in the
typed corpus, indicating that typing and handwriting do lead to differences in Dutch spelling
performance. However, additional research is required for a better understanding of how
different writing modalities affect spelling performance.



DEVELOPING MULTIMODAL
LITERACY THROUGH CRITICAL
THINKING PRACTICES:

AN EXAMPLE FROM AN ENGLISH
FOR THE MEDIA

UNIVERSITY PROGRAM

Among the challenges for language instructors nowadays is to prepare learners to be active-
ly and equitably engaged in digitally mediated environments. Drawing on research in Criti-
cal Pedagogy that highlights the importance of raising learners’ critical awareness through
language (Luke, 2012), this presentation discusses how critical practices of identifying and
negotiating the expression of personal opinion in multimodal texts, in an English for the Me-
dia context can enhance the development of multimodal literacy. The instructional design
discussed in the presentation, is framed by the Critical Thinking (CT) construct of myside
bias (Stanovich et al., 2013a) defined in Cognitive Psychology as the inclination to evaluate
and generate evidence in a manner biased towards an individual’s own opinions. The design
includes the use of authentic multimodal texts such as advertisements and online articles to
engage learners in collaborative critical analysis informed by Systemic functional Linguis-
tics (Halliday, 1994).

The analysis is designed to foreground the social purpose of multimodal texts through
explicit discussion of the ways authors use language and other multimodal components
such as images to promote or suppress specific views. The design is iterated, assessed
and refined as advocated by Design Based Research (DBR) methodology in support of the
development of design principles that guide, inform and improve both practice and research
in educational contexts. (Collective, 2003). Data analysis indicates that using CT to frame

learners’ engagement with multimodal texts can enhance their understanding of the func-
tional role of language and other multimodal components in construing meaning (e.g. avoid-
ing bias). Furthermore, data shows that iteration of such critical questioning processes may
develop habits of mind which seem to enhance learners’ multimodal literacy skills. Finally, it
is suggested in this presentation that such or similar practices can be effectively developed
or adapted and applied in different language contexts.

A HYBRID TEACHER - PARENT
PARTNERSHIP

The School of European Education at Heraklion-Crete is the only Greek public school with
an English European curriculum and accreditation. During the academic year 2019-2020, a
Philadelphia-born student happened to be “locked down” on Crete. Interestingly, his prima-
ry school teacher was a native of Pennsylvania. During the “staying at home” period of time,
the teacher maintained a solid and caring relationship with her students while the student’s
mother was homeschooling him in Greek and his father in STEM.

In November 2020, two publications came out, one in Greek and one in English, both includ-
ing a text written by the 6-years old student. That same student also won an international
science fair while, during “quarantine” nature walks, he observed, identified and diligently
collected a rare species which is now part of the collection of “The Academy of Natural
Sciences of Drexel University” in Philadelphia-USA. All published and showcased work was
based on school assignments and inspired by the teacher’s lectures and engaged discus-
sions. It was the result of a synergy between the teacher and the parents as homework was
creatively approached, further discussed and then transformed to match with the student’s
character and curiosity mindset.

The presentation drags upon the aforementioned case studies and analyzes them through
the theories of Fthenakis’ co-constructive learning, Gardner’s multiple intelligences and
Betts’ neuroplasticity approach. It complies with the metacognitive goals of the European

curriculum. It is, in other words, the result of contemporary educational theories regarding
co-constructive learning and individualized education.

Today, in an era where information is abundant, and, oftentimes inflated, knowledge is
important but not sufficient. Of course, for all of this to happen, one needs open-minded
teachers and collaborative parents, as the European curriculum dictates; and, perhaps,
more viruses to remind one that, amidst all darkness, education is the brightest light-
house.

OF IMMIGRANT LEARNERS:
TRANSLANGUAGING,
SPACE AND IDENTITY

OBJECTIVE
To establish the role of translanguaging in the classroom learning for immigrants and its
implication in developing complex linguistic identities.

METHODOLOGY

This research focuses on the translanguaging theory and how the translanguaging space
helps to maintain the individual beingness. In this research, a qualitative research design
is adopted to address the immigrant issues of translanguaging and multiple linguistic iden-
tities. The researcher held two-hour long conversations that were held with two grade six
Zimbabwean immigrants who live in South Africa in which the two immigrant learners have
been part of my bigger research. These two learners narrate their translanguaging journeys
as they reflect on their childhood language practices and how they grew to speak how they
speak. This biographical narrative description explores their translanguaging experiences.
A discourse analysis ensues to illuminate how these learners’ social practices and linguis-
tic developments contribute to their present complex linguistic identities. This narrative
includes these learners’ whole childhood experiences and traveling trajectories to explain
how their identities moved across space and time. Through discourse analysis the paper
draws out how the social practices of the learners are essential in the classroom for deeper
understanding and identity affirmation.

CONCLUSION
Translanguaging creates an open space for the multilingual learners to exhibit their own

linguistic identities through the narration of their social practices. It is evident that the cre-
ation of a translanguaging space helps learners to become (Bhakthin,1991), because they
have ever-changing identities. Translanguaging helps them to get the best versions out of
themselves. Finally, a longitudinal study to determine the influence of mobility on learners’
linguistic identities and how the multiple identities can be tapped into the classroom for
meaningful learning is needed.
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THE CONTRIBUTION OF VISUAL
LITERACY TO THE TEACHING
OF ANCIENT GREEK:

TOWARDS A CRITICAL
LITERACY APPROACH

In this paper we discuss to what extent students engage in a critical analysis of curricu-
lar Ancient Greek texts, treating them as cultural products (Mullet, 2008); to what extent
they can engage with the language and form of the texts (Lazaration, 2009) and assess
the ways in which these index cultural values and ideologies. Since such engagement is
admittedly minimal for reasons having to do with the way Ancient Greek and Greek at large
are taught in our education system (ToimAdkou & Toayyapn, 2021; Tsiplakou & Tsagari,
2023), we explored whether visual texts (images, sculptures, paintings, photographs etc.)
could aid such understandings (Kress & van Leeuwen, 2001; Cope & Kalantzis 2020; Siegel,
1995). The findings indicate that critical engagement with visual texts was considerably
higher than with language texts initially, since students could comment meaningfully (and
enthusiastically) on the images’ form, structure, historical content, reception and possible
indexicalities. As the interventions progressed, these skills started to get transferred onto
the linguistic texts. The approach honed the students’ ability to understand how visual and
textual stylistic devices are semiotic mechanisms indexing cultural values, thereby enhanc-
ing critical literacy skills.

ATTITUDES TOWARD

EDUCATIONIN IMMIGRANT FAMILIES:
CASE STUDY OF MOROCCAN
COMMUNITY IN RURAL

NAVARRA (SPAIN)

The process of social inclusion of immigrants in the Western context implies their incor-
poration into the educational system and the labor market. In the case of North Africans
(first and foremost Moroccans) in Spain, this process has been slower than would be ex-
pected (Gintsburg & Breeze 2022, Gintsburg & Breeze 2023). To some degree, this can
be explained by the perceived cultural differences between the young people from North
African community and local youth, and, on the other hand, because of a certain distrust
toward the educational system expressed by immigrant families, especially with regard to
the education of girls. In my paper, | will focus on this issue by presenting the results of my
project ‘Education in immigrant families. Attitudes and expectations of Moroccan families
in rural areas of Navarra’ (Observatorio de la Realidad Social - Government of Navarra, May
2022 - September 2023). | will first discuss the data from the questionnaires collected from
Moroccan parents (50), Spanish parents (20) and local schools teachers (20), highlighting
a number of issues, including attitudes and expectations towards education and the profes-
sional future of children. | will conclude by suggesting some practical measures that can
facilitate the integration of young Moroccan people into secondary education, high school
and professional training, so that the members of this group are freed from dependence on
state aid and better integrated into the business fabric of the area.

DIALOGUE, TRUST, AND CARE IN YOUTH
SENSE-MAKING ABOUT

COVID-19 INFORMATION

OBJECTIVE

As active media users during the pandemic, young people were regularly confronted with
conflicting messages about COVID-19. This study investigated how American and Canadian
youth aged 13-18 made sense of these messages, paying particular attention to how youth
decided what and whom to trust.

METHODOLOGY

Survey responses were collected from 396 Canadian and American youth aged 13-18, ap-
proximately balanced for country, age, gender, ethnicity and region. Respondents answered
questions about a) information sought about COVID-19; b) sources; ¢) nature of communi-
cation with others; d) actions taken; and e) demographics. Thirty-five interviewees, drawn
from survey respondents, were each interviewed twice just as vaccines were first being
released. Aggregated survey responses offer a wide-angled view, while the interviews (tran-
scribed in full and thematically coded) foregrounded personal stories of how youth grappled
with significant questions about how to make sense of COVID-19 information.

RESULTS

(1)  Reading information, for youth, centered as much around collaborative sense-making
practices as it did around written text or even multimodal online sources; youth infor-
mational ecosystems are complex assemblages made up not only of online platforms

and social media networks, but also of friends, family members, and classmates.

(2) Youth engaged with these ecosystems to make personal health decisions (both
around vaccines and around other COVID safety measures) as well as to affect the
health decision-making of others.

(3)  Spoken dialogue, electronic exchanges (e.g., text messaging), and direct engage-
ment with media sources were all key practices through which youth built trust in
ideas and in people, and through which they communicated care.

CONCLUSION

This research provides a better understanding of the relational ways in which young people
interacted with COVID-19 information, and builds a foundation for developing media peda-
gogies that are informed by young people’s lived experiences and attentive to their practices
of dialogue, connection and collective sense-making.
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INTEGRATED PEDAGOGICAL
FRAMEWORK
FOR DIGITAL CITIZENS

This talk presents the integrated pedagogical framework established for the Digital Citizen-
ship Education (DiCE) project, outlining the extracted requirements regarding digital citizen-
ship across Europe. It emphasises the critical role that digital literacy plays in cultivating
capable citizens of the 21st century, especially in light of the perpetually shifting digital
environment. More precisely, this talk is grounded in an in-depth analysis of the current
state of Digital Citizenship Education across Europe, based on comprehensive National Re-
ports. It is further enriched by insights drawn from focus group discussions, highlighting the
primary challenges that European countries confront in implementing effective digital citi-
zenship programs. To address these issues, the talk presents a multi-faceted solution. This
solution includes strategies for the development of a standardised national curriculum for
Digital Citizenship Education, the enhancement of public awareness campaigns to highlight
the importance of digital literacy, and the promotion of collaborations between educational
institutions and workplaces.

THE ROLE OF ARGUMENTATION -
BASED INTERVENTION IN MITIGATING
NEGATIVE EMOTIONS

AND ETHNIC PREJUDICE

FOR ELEMENTARY

SCHOOL CHILDREN IN CYPRUS

Studies have highlighted the potential of argumentative-based interventions in fostering crit-
ical thinking skills among individuals of various age groups. Evidence showed that engage-
ment in dialogic and reflective activities can foster the development of argumentation skills
while facilitating students’ ability to construct counterarguments in controversial topics by
considering opposing viewpoints and effectively using evidence to support their positions.

In this study, we developed a novel curriculum using a web-based learning environment
(ARE-PRED) to support the development of argumentation skills in elementary school chil-
dren in Cyprus and examined whether engagement in dialogic and reflective activities in
social controversial topics can reduce ethnic prejudice and mitigate negative emotions to-
wards individuals with other ethnic identities. Participants were assigned to the intervention
(illegal immigration in the USA) or a control topic (soda consumption). Each topic (interven-
tion vs control) was assigned to a separate class of students so that students from the same
class participated in one topic only. A total of N=105 students from three different schools
were included in the study (n=59 completed the intervention topic and n =49 completed the
control topic). Following the first intervention, all students completed a subsequent short
intervention on the topic of Turkish Settlers in Cyprus. Emotions related to ethnic prejudice



including intergroup anxiety, indented behaviour towards Turkish Cypriots and ethnic prej-
udice were measured before and after the intervention. Intergroup anxiety towards Turkish
Cypriots and negative emotions related to ethnic prejudice in general were reduced after the
intervention regardless of the topic of the intervention preceded. The results support the role
of developing argumentation skills in youth and how these can mitigate negative emotions
and ethnic prejudice.

The results of this intervention study can inform educational practitioners, policymakers,
and researchers about the importance of incorporating argumentation skills training into
curricula to foster inclusive attitudes and reduce prejudice.

THE CHALLENGES

OF LEARNING GREEK AS AN L2
IN CYPRUS -

THE STUDENTS’ PERSPECTIVE

Almost one in five people living in the Republic of Cyprus are non-Cypriot citizens: 11% are
EU citizens and 8% are third-country nationals (European Commission 2022). One of the
outcomes of the increase in the linguistic, cultural, and ethnic diversity of the population
of Cyprus is the growing popularity of learning Greek as an L2 (Fotiou 2023). The latter is
a rather difficult endeavour because Greek-speaking Cyprus is a diglossic setting (Fotiou &
Ayiomamitou 2021). Students learn one linguistic variety in the classroom (i.e., Standard
Greek) but are exposed to and more likely to use another linguistic variety (i.e., Cypriot
Greek) in their everyday lives.

This paper examines the challenges adult students face when learning Greek as an L2 in
Cyprus. The last study to have addressed this issue from the perspective of adult students of
Greek was Pavlou and Christodoulou (2001), with data collected in 1995. Other studies ei-
ther focused on the teachers’ perspective (Orphanide et al. 2020) or that of pupils attending
mainstream public primary schools who are native speakers of languages other than Greek
(Valanidou & Jones 2012; Kyriakou 2015).

To meet our aim, eight one-hour interviews with adult learners of Greek as an L2 in Cyprus,
who have been learning Greek at the School of Modern Greek (UCY), have been conducted
and are currently being analysed following a thematic analysis (Braun & Clarke, 2006). A
preliminary analysis of the data reveals that these learners are not only fully aware of the
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diglossic situation, but they also believe that some kind of teaching of Cypriot Greek should
be incorporated into their learning experience. This raises more questions than answers, of
course, which pertain to how this can be done, what kinds of materials are needed, and how
teachers are to be trained.

PROMOTING LANGUAGE LITERACY
THROUGH Al: HE CHATGPT-BASED
LEARNING AND READING
ASSISTANT (C-LARA)

The digital age has unlocked significant opportunities for the promotion of language literacy.
However, the resources available for non-dominant languages, such as Dutch, Icelandic,
and Irish, remain scarce, particularly interactive and engaging materials for minority lan-
guage groups such as Ukrainian learners. The ChatGPT-based Learning And Reading Assis-
tant (C-LARA) responds to this challenge.

C-LARA, driven by OpenAl’'s ChatGPT, simplifies the creation of multimodal texts at various



difficulty levels. It annotates these texts with text-to-speech generated audio and glosses in
different first languages, making language learning more engaging and accessible. C-LARA
utilizes the multilingual expertise of ChatGPT to create copyright-free, engaging stories on
its own, bypassing the scarcity of suitable learner content for less-resourced languages,
and carries out the annotation process well enough that only minor post-editing by human
experts is required. C-LARA also provides an interactive online platform where the gener-
ated stories can be rated and discussed, fostering a sense of community among learners.
This social networking aspect allows learners to engage with their peers, enhancing their
language learning journey.

This paper presents a case study involving creation of learning resources forUkrainian learn-
ers of Dutch, Icelandic, and Irish. It evaluates both the quality of Al-generated materials and
the human effort required for post-editing. To provide a comparison point, parallel versions
of the texts annotated in English are also generated and evaluated.

This research contributes to the broader discourse on digital literacy and multilingual edu-
cation. It highlights the transformative potential of Al technologies like C-LARA in promoting
equitable, flexible and agile language learning tools for less-resourced languages and new
target groups of learners. C-LARA exemplifies how Al can serve as a vital tool for creative
and socially responsive language education.

EARLY INTRODUCTION
of EFL IN CYPRUS”
EDUCATION

During the recent decades, language-in-education policies globally have been marked by
the introduction of English as a second/foreign language at an early age.

Aligning with EU objectives (European Commission 2011, 2017), the Republic of Cyprus
launched a policy to develop EFL competence in the early school years. In 2011 the starting
age for EFL was lowered to age 6 and the number of the teaching periods for ages 6 to 8 was
increased (MOEC 2010). The starting age was further lowered to 3 and the EFL contact time
and input through CLIL classes were enhanced.

The aim of the presentation is to examine the Cyprus EFL language policy and its implemen-
tation in pre-primary and early primary education. Based on documentary data investiga-
tion, it will present the philosophy underlying the policy, discuss the teaching methodology
promoted by the policy and look into the ways oracy skills are promoted and supported. The
talk will also examine classroom and teaching materials as well as professional develop-
ment and consultations aimed at providing support to EFL teachers. In addition, there will be
a discussion of teachers’ and parents’ attitudes and perceptions towards the policy.

Finally the presentation will evaluate the language-in-education policy and propose guide-
lines that will hopefully be of interest to EFL /ESL teachers of English to young learners as
well as to policy makers and researchers working in this field.
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UKRAINIAN MOTHERS’
CONCERNS

FOR THE LANGUAGE
SUPPORT OF THEIR CHILDREN
IN GREECE

This study is a primary effort to explore the uncharted field of a very recent flee, the Ukrainian
one, following the Russian invasion of February 2022, the largest refugee flow in Europe
since World War Il. More specifically, the focus is on Ukrainian mothers’ concerns of refugee
children in Greece; how they could be helped in their school environment through the L1
support, the inclusion as a potential aim of the family and whether bilingual teachers of
the community could contribute to that process. The collection of data was accomplished
through six semi-structured interviews and then analyzed with the qualitative content induc-
tive method. The findings highlight the particularity of the Ukrainian parents who have not
stressed out the need for maintaining their L1 and attach more importance to L2 support
of their children reflecting their recent arrival in Greece, spotlighting in the foreground the
settling-down-difficulties, as well as the belief that their stay will be temporary, hoping that
the war will end soon.

DIGITAL AND CAREER
ORIENTATION:

LEVERAGING FAMILY CARING
AND MOTHERHOOD

The presentation is anchored on the outcomes and insights gained from the Erasmus+ proj-
ect, Care4Carers, undertaken by the Center for Social Innovation. Its overarching objective
is to articulate the intersection of informal caregiving, digital literacy, and career integration,
particularly for mothers acting as primary caregivers.

In alignment with the conference’s theme and selected sub-topic, the presentation aims to
expand the understanding of how caregiving roles, particularly among mothers, interact
with career progression and digital competence. In doing so, it seeks to challenge tradi-
tional perceptions and stimulate discussions about balancing motherhood and professional
aspirations.

The presentation features a robust analysis of national reports from Cyprus and five other
countries, offering a comparative perspective on the legal framework and career integration
opportunities for informal and family caregivers. Moreover, it will present the outcome of the
pilot training modules developed for caregivers. These modules emphasize the recognition
of skills acquired through caregiving, as well as the digital and interpersonal competencies
required for successful job applications and integration into the workforce.

The implications of these findings are significant, with the potential to reshape the discourse
around motherhood and career progression. The audience will gain insights into the practi-
cal application of digital and career guidance in supporting reintegration into the workforce
after a period of absence due to caregiving. Moreover, the presentation will underscore the



role of such interventions in assisting women during and post-pregnancy, highlighting the
potential for career enhancement during this time.

It is crucial to challenge and counteract the prevailing notion that motherhood hampers
career growth. Instead, this presentation asserts that motherhood can enrich, contextual-
ize, and steer one’s professional trajectory. Therefore, participants will gain a refreshed
perspective, valuable for career-focused women and businesses alike, regarding man-
aging parenthood and work, which can inform policy-making and business strategies in
the future.

INCLUSIVE ART- BASED
ACTIVITIES

TO IMPROVE COMMUNICATION
SKILLS

Reading and literacy skills are very important for communication and therefore have be-
come a primary focus in schools, which may lead to the exclusion of students with migration
background, disabilities, learning difficulties, etc. Communication skills and thus literacy
skills may develop with alternative and multidiscipline ways as well. This paper suggests
the inclusion of art-based practices to develop students’ communication skills, by providing
two examples of activities included in two Erasmus KA2 projects methodologies targeting
youth. The first activity occurs from the project CLICA- Young CLImate CAmpaigners for the
European Green Deal where zine creation (handmade mini booklets which can be illustrated
or decorated to tell a story or describe a process) is used as an assessment tool to provide
genuine content after a lesson or workshop. In this case writing skills are not a barrier for
communication. Images can be used as a tool for expression and better understanding of
each other. The second activity is retrieved from the project C.A.R.E.-Ceramic Artworks to
Raise Esteem and Employability methodology. The project aims to increase the psychomo-
tor skills and confidence of Visual Impaired young people through ceramic workshops. One
of the activities is to pitch their ceramic artwork to the rest of the group, aiming to exercise
public speaking. Both art-based activities help young people to raise esteem and communi-
cate in an alternative, creative and inclusive way, improving literacy skills. These practices
will be presented, and specific examples will be provided, focusing on how educators may
adapt them in formal or informal educational settings, with or without the collaboration of
educators of other disciplines.
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SYSTEMIC FUNCTIONAL
GRAMMAR AND CRITICAL
LITERACY: READING THE WORD,
CHANGING THE WORLD

In this paper, through the presentation of two pedagogical interventions, we show how Sys-
temic Functional Grammar (Halliday 1994) can become a useful tool for fostering metalin-
guistic awareness and critical literacy (Janks 2010). The interventions took place during
two school years in an elementary school class with a population of 73 students. Data from
classroom interaction were collected with ethnographic tools (participant observation and
audio recordings). The children, in collaboration with the teacher, explored specific so-
cial concerns regarding environmental pollution, racism, refugees, the democratization of
schools and social change. The interventions fostered dialogue between the children, while
intertextual connections were attempted both in terms of the genre and in terms of the au-
thors’ perspective on the topics under discussion, and writing was a means of expressing
the children’s voices. Teaching materials were authentic texts selected collaboratively by
students and teacher and the aim of text analysis was to focus on the underlying ideological
dimensions of the texts examined. Aspects of Systemic Functional Grammar were deployed
in order to foster metalinguistic awareness not only of grammatical structure and lexis but,
crucially, of sociolinguistic / register / stylistic variation (cf. Tsiplakou & Papanicola, 2019)
and of linguistic forms as indexicals of identities, attitudes and ideologies. The interventions
were therefore instrumental in honing awareness of the social-semiotic dimension of lan-
guage, which is central to fostering critical literacy skills in the face of autonomous literacy
and a linguistically prescriptive educational context.

Open a book and find out about your destiny ...

The earthis like a rusty pot.

Only the power of knowledge will save us.

(SOSE? — Save Our Sad Environment, Cyprus, 2023)

We frame our presentation with the language of ten-year-old children in their digital story
as they imagine how our world could be otherwise. Our research demonstrates how proj-
ect-based literacy activities can enhance curriculum learning and language skills through
creativity, critical thinking, and environmental activism. In examining the digital stories cre-
ated by children, we show how activist citizenship is about children doing things, experi-
menting, and learning and thinking more deeply ‘about their actions and reactions’ (Baker,
2013: 1117). Our digital storytelling work draws on the notion of ‘Living Literacies’ (Pahl &
Rowsell, 2020) and a research approach towards literacies that recognises a turn to activ-
ism, hopeful practice, creativity, and social change. The digital storytelling research pre-



sented here is part of a larger global literacy, Critical Connections Project (2012-ongoing),
working with children (6-18 years old) across fifteen countries in over 44 languages. This
presentation examines how ten-year-old children in two primary schools in England and
Cyprus develop new understandings of resilience and hope through the process of digital
storytelling. The Critical Connections project was designed with the overarching research
methodology of critical ethnography and the viewpoint that at its heart there should be a
desire to make a difference, to expose injustice, and to point to necessary action to combat
it. Our main research question seeks to understand how digital storytelling can promote
inclusive and socially just pedagogies. In mapping the digital stories, SOSE? - Save Our
Sad Environment (Cyprus, 2023) and From my Window- De ma Fenétre (UK, 2022) onto the
Critical Connections pedagogical model, we reveal how collaborative filmmaking can open
up spaces for environmental activism and multilingual literacy.

UNSTATED SOCIAL ACTION

IN “PHILOTIMO”:

THE TERMINOLOGICAL

AND GLOBALIZED INTERPRETATION
OF GREEK IDENTITY DURING
HUMAN CRISES

In the frontline of the EU refugee crisis Greece’s response was in the path of Nobels, offering
hospitality for the “other”, taken into account the terminology around “philotimo”. Interpre-
tations of the same term are underlined during the COVID-19 response of the Greek health
system.

Since 2009, a turbulent era in the Mediterranean, Greece topped in the headlines for 1,000
times/day, with the use of acronyms like PIIGGS, BRICS etc. which build over stereotypes
that redefine terminology on nation branding and identity. The current paper investigates
the etymology and tradition of «philotimo», its metaphors and semantics as a social practice
that mediates Greek identity in international media coverage. This paper argues that human
crises have affected language use at an international level in media rhetoric and internation-
al relations, in ways that school literacy standards are challenged.

The terminology used towards «philotimo» covers a broad spectrum of topical categories
from ethics theory and culture to anthropological identities and nation branding. Its associ-
ation with the enculturation in their peer-group called parea and the social networking con-
struction of Homo dictyous. In Greek culture “philotimo” is a core value, “a non-translatable
conscious “arete” (of logos) of honor and pride, as expressed through acts of generosity and
sacrifice (building pathos). Hospitality, availability and caring are in the same behavioral
pattern manifested with acts of solidarity. Philotimo matches credibility, with the tendency
to cooperate and the ritual of keeping your commitment without reserving it in a contract
(the catalytic appeal of ethos). Philotimo has its anthropological roots in the poetics of man-
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hood that are easily observable in micro-communities of the Greek periphery. It is a script of
a collective programming of mind with ethics verbalizations during a decade of crises when

language formulates identity for social change.

CRITICAL LITERACY

IN LANGUAGE EDUCATION:

OF ANIMATIONS

For the last few decades, there has been a great interest in integrating multimodal texts into
the educational process so as to promote critical awareness in individuals, allowing them
to analyse different texts in various situations of their daily life. Therefore, multimodal texts
integrated into the classroom are an ideal tool because they can replace traditional texts
with more interesting and engaging texts, which in turn leads to critical awareness (Tsami,
2018).

Short animated films are a very intriguing narrative form. These films comprise a distinct
form of narrative that includes meaningful narration (storytelling) in a condensed time
frame. The length of this kind of film ranges from a few minutes up to about twenty minutes
(Kadabayi, 2012). Regardless of their length, they can generate strong emotions and convey
inspirational ideas and messages, providing the opportunity to think creatively and critically
(Kasier, 2011). Language and image represent both interpersonal interaction and materi-
alistic and social reality (Kress & Van Leeuwen, 2006). Nowadays, when students become
recipients of expanded codes of communication, the new digital forms of expression can
be a creative trigger with a pedagogical dimension (Andriopoulou, 2010). As a result, an
educational programme of critical literacy that incorporates new digital media and multi-
modal texts in the teaching procedure is going to respond to the increased needs of modern
individuals to understand and comprehend explicit assumptions and irreducible ideological
conventions.



This paper explores the possibility of using short animated films in the learning process,
particularly in language education, and aims to identify how social identities are constructed
through those. In the end, a lesson plan is proposed which includes the use of short films as
a useful tool to promote interaction and critical literacy through the development of critical
thinking.

ILLUMINATING STORIES
BASED ON AN IMAGE FROM
A PICTURE BOOK

Is an image from a picture book static or does it change based on the viewers’ perspec-
tive? What are the characteristics of picture book images that make them speak a thousand
words? Bernardo Carvalho’s wordless picture book, Follow the Firefly/ Run rabbit, run!,
consists of a parallel narration of two stories, with one beginning where the other ends. The
illustration is creative in such a way that when viewers focus on the firefly story, they do not
realise that at the same time the story of the rabbit unfolds through the pages. The image
from the first two pages of the picture book is the beginning of the story Follow the Fireflyand
the end of the story Run rabbit, run! Having that image as a starting point at the Department
of Educational Studies of the University of Nicosia, we traveled with the fireflies throughout a
semester, creating stories in four courses, with the purpose of forming space and providing
time for creative expression for both student-teachers and preschool children. Stories were
utilized to illuminate the UNic Library one Saturday morning and guided visiting children
and their parents to listen, observe, imagine, take risks, play and tell stories. Whether the
children watched a theatrical narration (Activities for Early Childhood course), participated
in a game activating multiple intelligences (Educational Psychology course), created trees
that make fireflies sing, looked for hidden fireflies (Art in Early Childhood course) or made
decisions about the appropriate gift for the firefly (Emergent Literacy course), all activities
provided opportunities for early literacy based on the big idea of Identity in Community and
Social Inclusion.

ITERNAL - STATE LANGUAGE
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AND ITS RELATIONSHIP

WITH CHILDREN’S

COGNITIVE AND METACOGNITIVE
DEVELOPMENT

The ability of young children to use “internal-state language” is considered to be of great
importance, since the use of “internal -state words” is an indication of children’s under-
standing of mental states, a sign of their emerging “theory of mind” and their metacogni-
tive development. Therefore, the purpose of this study was to investigate the language of
50 five-year-old (average) children, half of them consisting the experimental group which
received an eight-months’ intervention and half of them consisting the control group. The
internal-state words used by the children were counted and categorized as mental words,
emotional words, moral words, etc. Finally, results showed that the emotional and the phys-
iological words occurred more often in children’s language, while the cognitive and the mor-
al words appeared less frequently and that the experimental group performed better than
the control group. The educational implication of the study is that “internal-state language”
and especially the cognitive and moral words should be further promoted by teachers and
parents, since they result not only to the enhancement of children’s language itself, but also
to their cognitive and metacognitive development.

OBJECTIVE

The purpose of this study was to investigate the language of preschool children and examine
any possible relationship with their cognitive and metacognitive development. More specif-
ically, the study aimed to estimate the amount of internal state words in young children’s
talk and especially the percentage of words referring to mental activity and see how these
correlates to their mental skills.

METHODOLOGY
A total sum of fifthly 5-year-old preschool children were tested, half of them consisting the

control group and half of them the experimental group, which received a special Interven-
tion for 8 months, with tasks and activities related to mental- states and metacognitive lan-
guage. Atthe beginning and at the end of the Intervention children were invited individually
to talk describing a series of 5 pictures. The children had exactly two minutes to talk about
each picture and to facilitate their thought and language we gave them specific prompts.
The children’s talk was both recorded and written down. Later, analysing their talk, we
distinguished their internal-state words falling into 7 categories based on Bretherton and
Beeghly’s (1982) categorization which included words about cognition (e.g. think, know,
believe, remember, figure out), about desires, intentions, choices, decisions, emotions (e.g.
afraid, angry, sad, happy), and about perceptions - both the five senses (e.g. see, hear, etc.)
and more ‘internal’ senses (e.g. dizziness, thirst, ache).

RESULTS

Results showed that the emotional and the physiological words occurred more often in pre-
school children’s language, while the cognitive and the moral words appeared less frequent-
ly. Children in the Experimental group had statistically higher performance than children of
the control group.

Also, findings showed that the more frequent children’s use of mental words was, the better
their understanding of cognitive and metacognitive phenomena.

CONCLUSIONS

The educational implication of this study is that “internal-state language” and especially
the cognitive and moral words should be further promoted by both teachers and parents,
since they result not only to the enhancement of children’s language itself, but also to their
development of their cognitive and metacognitive skills.



THE INTERPLAY BETWEEN
PLATFORM AFFORDANCES
AND MULTIMODAL MEANING -
MAKING OF A 13-YEAR-OLD
TEENAGE GIRL ON INSTAGRAM:
TOWARDS POST-DIGITAL
CRITICAL LITERACIES

This study explores the intricate interplay between the semio-technical, socio-interpersonal,
and contextual affordances of Instagram and the multimodal meaning-making of a 13-year-
old teenage girl on the social media platform under examination. The study adopts a qualita-
tive research design, combining a technographic with a postdigital ethnographic case-study
approach, including socio-technical analysis of the medium’s affordances, recording of plat-
form-mediated teenage action, informal discussions with the teenage girl and field notes.
Drawing upon a transdisciplinary theoretical framework that includes new literacy studies,
sociolinguistics, social semiotics and platform studies, it focuses on the affordances offered
by Instagram, including its visual, textual, and interactive elements, and how these affor-
dances co-act with the teenage subjectivity in the meaning-making process. Specifically,
the research investigates how the semio-technical features of Instagram, such as filters,
emojis, and hashtags, enable the girl to express herself, negotiate identities, and establish
social connections. Moreover, it examines the socio-interpersonal features that the software
affords, analyzing how they influence the teenager’s interactions with peers, influencers,
and the platform itself. Additionally, it emphasizes the significance of the platform’ s con-
textual affordances, encompassing the broader social, economic, cultural, and institutional
contexts in which both Instagram design and use occur, exploring how factors like gender,

age, cultural background, offline and online social norms co-shape the teenager’s semi-
otic and social work. All in all, the paper examines the dynamic interplay between these
affordances and the teenage girl’s agency in the post-digital era, where digital technologies
have become deeply embedded in everyday life. The findings provide valuable insights for
educators and policymakers in designing educational interventions and strategies that sup-
port young individuals in developing what we call “post-digital critical literacies”, including,
amongst others, critical media-discourse awareness, critical data literacies and algorithmic
literacies.

Digital media tools open up many possibilities for expanding the semiotic potential, as they
provide access to new semiotic modes. While the former scholarship has thoroughly exam-
ined how users combine the various modes to craft multimodal messages, the form and
structure of such messages has received less emphasis.

One of the easy routes for the creation of digital multimodal texts is the re-use of semiot-
ic resources that are available online. Drawing on such resources, users can re-work and
re-purpose them, a practice commonly known as remix. Considering the paucity of research
on remix practices, this study aims to explore (a) the rate of remix in the construction of dig-
ital multimodal messages created by pre-service teachers and (b) trace patterns of dialogue
in such messages.

We examined how a cohort of 107 undergraduates remixed semiotic resources in crafting
multimodal messages in the form of digital videos. The participants enrolled in a digital me-
dia course whose main deliverable was a short digital video (up to 5°) on a topic of their own
choice. To create these videos, the student teachers were free to remix any type of media
resources, such as images, videos, or sounds. These digital artifacts were the man data
source that was analyzed in this work.

The findings indicate that the student teachers adopted a wide range of remix practices.
Two polar extremes were identified, (a) minimal remix and (b) extensive remix. The former
was dominant, characterizing the majority of video messages, while the latter was not as
widely adopted. Using Bakhtin’s dialogical framework, remix was conceptualized in terms

Traditionally, the concept of literacy has been bound to the notion of letters, referring to
someone who could read and write text. Yet, the concept of literacy has been evolving
for many centuries, constantly expanding its meaning and scope. As a result, nowadays
the term covers skills that go well beyond fluency in reading and writing. This position
paper explores the concept of literacy in the current age of generative Artificial Intelli-
gence (Al).

First, the paper briefly introduces developments on the Al front, covering the transition from
Symbolic Al to Statistical Al and then to present day Generative Al. Various use cases of
Foundational models are briefly illustrated (e.g. text generation, text classification, text sum-
marization, question-answering, conversations).

Second, the pivotal role language plays in foundational models is explored. To communicate
with various digital devices and systems humans rely heavily on their User Interfaces (UI).
However, to communicate with the various generative Al systems, we use prompts, written
(presently) and spoken (near future). The fact that prompts are prevalent entails that lan-
guage will likely become the new universal interface to all digital devices.

Third, the new generative Al tools have different affordances compared to the former gener-
ation of digital media ones. Since the early 1980s, the procedural (i.e. programming-based)
or manual creation of various data types from scratch required sophisticated software tools
and expertise. However, the recent class of generative Al tools is capable of directly creating

various data types: text generation, image, video and audio creation. As opposed to deep
conceptual understanding and technical expertise, users only need textual prompts.

The paper concludes that owing to these developments generative Al will essentially rede-
fine contemporary conceptions of literacy. Interestingly, these new forms of literacy that will
emerge will center around language.
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GREEN LITERACIES: ACTIVISM
WITH PREK-5

STUDENTS USING PRINT

AND DIGITAL LITERATURE
AND ENGAGING LITERACY
STRATEGIES

OBJECTIVE

The purpose of this study was to follow two groups of PreK-5 age students using print and
digital literature, new literacies, and literacy strategies as they explored environmentally
focused sustainability projects in school.

METHODOLOGY

A mini action research project was conducted with two groups of students as they engaged
with digital and print literacy materials. Ethnographic methods (observation, interviewing,
and field notes) were used to document student participants and their teachers throughout
the course of the projects. Two specific interventions were used in the study. First, the
researcher introduced digital and print copies of selected Green Earth Book Award books,
examples of Outstanding International Books, and related new literacy materials to inspire
and activate children and their teachers to respond to the environmental crisis. Second,
examples of Green Literacy Projects from other schools were shared with student groups to
illustrate how other students have conducted environmentally focused sustainability proj-
ects in their schools.

RESULTS

Both groups of students demonstrated high levels of interest in reading and discussing
digital and print materials that address environmental issues and environmentally focused
sustainability projects in schools. Students engaged with a variety of literacy strategies to

explore digital and print texts and were motivated to take active roles in addressing issues
of environmental sustainability in their schools. Three themes emerged through the course
of this study. First, children expressed interest, seemed to enjoy, and engaged with reading
digital and print literacy “green” materials. Second, teachers and students demonstrated
interest in working with literacy strategies unfamiliar to them. Third, teachers expressed
appreciation for learning about new resources (Green Earth Books Award books and Out-
standing International Books) to share with students.

CONCLUSION

More teachers need to be introduced to green literacy materials in digital and print formats
that are available to PreK-5 students. Environmentally focused sustainability projects should
be encouraged in schools.



OVERCOMING BARRIERS
TO DIGITAL INTEGRATION
IN GREEK PRIMARY SCHOOL’S
INCLUSIVE CLASSROOMS

In recent years, there has been an increasing emphasis on incorporating digital technologies
in educational settings to enhance learning outcomes and promote inclusivity. However, the
implementation of digital integration in Greek primary schools has been hindered by various
barriers, including limited access to technology, inadequate teacher training, and a lack of
appropriate digital resources for diverse learners.

One significant barrier to digital integration in Greek primary schools is the limited access to
technology. Although a significant effort has been made to upgrade the digital infrastructure
of schools, there are still shortcomings and there is still a long way to go. This creates a dig-
ital divide, preventing some students from accessing the benefits of technology-enhanced
learning. To overcome this barrier, policymakers and educational authorities need to prior-
itize investments in technology infrastructure and ensure equitable access to devices and
internet connectivity for all schools.

In addition to limited access to technology, inadequate teacher training poses another bar-
rier to digital integration. Many teachers in Greek primary schools may lack the necessary
knowledge and skills to effectively integrate digital tools into their instructional practices.
Collaborative approaches, such as peer mentoring and teacher communities of practice,
can also support teachers in developing their digital competencies.

Furthermore, the lack of appropriate digital resources for diverse learners presents a signifi-

cant challenge. Inclusive classrooms require digital tools that cater to the diverse needs and
abilities of all students, including those with disabilities or special educational needs. Greek
primary schools need to prioritize the development and adaptation of digital resources that
are accessible, customizable, and inclusive.

In conclusion, overcoming barriers to digital integration in Greek primary school’s inclusive
classrooms requires a multi-faceted approach. It necessitates addressing issues of limited
access to technology, providing comprehensive teacher training, and developing appro-
priate digital resources for diverse learners. By addressing these barriers, Greek primary
schools can create inclusive learning environments that leverage the power of technology to
enhance educational opportunities for all students.

A “DISCOURSIVE MANOEUVRE”
IN ACTS OF LINGUISTIC
CITIZENSHIP

The American writer, Audre Lorde, was well known for creative works that confronted
injustices and gave voice to the experiences of the marginalized. This paper joins the dis-
cussion found in Lorde’s (2007) essay, “Poetry is not a luxury”. In that essay, she argues
that there are no new ideas “only new ways of making them felt - of examining what those
ideas feel like being lived” (Lorde 2007:27). Her statement leaves us to consider how new
ways can be created to make people feel differently? In this paper we explore Lorde’s ideas
on the potentiality of poetry who's value lies in the fact that it provides a form for ideas
which are not yet formed but felt (Lorde 2007). We draw on poetry created in a linguistics
course, offered to South African students of various linguistic and cultural backgrounds,
aimed at “re-imagining multilingualisms”. Specifically with regards to refiguring language
(Stroud 2015), we draw on the theoretical concept of Linguistic Citizenship (LC), origi-
nally introduced in research on educational settings in Africa (Stroud 2001). The poetry
created in this course through processes of resemiotization (ledema 2003) and regenring
(English 2012), point to spaces where students and lecturers break through the coloniality
of language (Veronelli 2015). The poetry gives a voice and insight into how students, as
individuals but also as part of socially designated communities, see themselves and vali-
date their own identities within environments that both historically and still subsequently
other them. The LC approach acknowledges the structural forces which might constrain

voice and agency but emphasizes the voice and agency of speakers through semiotic acts
of citizenship (Stroud 2015).

It further engages with how speakers can move beyond positionings and relationalities
defined by race, class, minority status etc. through the discursive manoeuvres they make
(Stroud & Williams, 2017) Instead of poetry being a luxury, Lorde (2017:27) describes is
as “a vital necessity of our existence”. In this paper we suggest that poetry is a necessary
“discursive manoeuvre” in acts of linguistic citizenship and empowerment.

NARRATIVES IN THE LITTLE BOOKS

This presentation gives some insights into children’s views on issues of conflict and crisis
based on data from a project called the Little Books, a long-term project that is part of the
pedagogical program of a multigrade, multilingual and multicultural classroom in a primary
school in Vienna, Austria. In this classroom children from grades 1-4 (age 6-11) are taught
by two teachers (one of whom is co-author of this presentation) in an open learning envi-
ronment following principles of reform pedagogical practices. In addition to their regular
curricular activities, children are encouraged to compose their own Little Books. The format
is very simple and rigid — 5 images and 5 pages of text and one title page in A6 format —, but
it is open to all kinds of variation concerning the choice of languages (books are mono- or
multilingual), images (drawings, photos), or other modes (colours, lettering, ...). In writing
and designing their own books, children find opportunities to express themselves and to
activate a broad range of semiotic resources. Over the years more than 1500 books were
created by children in a dialogue with the teacher and their classmates, creating form and
content and negotiating about plots, genres and styles.

Contributing to the overall theme of the conference, we want to put a specific focus on the
way children express their views about issues of conflict and crisis in their oeuvre. They
describe various situations of conflict, crisis, struggle and dilemmas (reaching from war

to peer or family conflicts to inner conflicts). These are located in spaces of reality of fic-
tion and expressed either overtly or on a rather symbolic level by using various semiotic
resources. We will also look at children’s attempts to solve situations of conflict and we will
ask for pedagogical ways to strengthen children’s ability to cope with conflicts. Successful
pedagogical action requires processes of continuous dialogue in order to give children the
chance to develop their potential and agency. This does not only require listening to what
they have to say, but might also include a closer look at the multimodal ways they express
themselves.
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EFL STUDENTS’
PERCEPTIONS

ON THE BLENDED LEARNING
IN TERTIARY EDUCATION

As a mode of course delivery which enjoys increasing popularity in tertiary education, blend-
ed learning (BL) has provided and will continue to provide university students with a mixture
of learning experiences by combining conventional face-to-face instruction and the modern
digital technology. However, there is still a lack of knowledge about how students who take
EFL (English as a foreign language) classes perceive the blended mode of instruction. Con-
sequently, teachers find it difficult to identify students’ beliefs and update their course de-
sign and delivery. The paper aims to investigate university students’ perceptions on the use
of BL by placing emphasis on particular Apps and platforms and a range of online as well as
offline activities and tasks. By means of thematic analysis based on coding the textual data
of course evaluation reports submitted by EFL students at a public university, China, the pa-
per carries out an interpretivist inquiry of the students’ views on BL, their attitudes towards
the use of modern technology in class and the impact this mode of instruction has on their
EFL learning. Following this exploration of the students’ reported problems and preferences
about the blended modality of instruction, the paper hopes to shed some light on how to
enhance university students’ learning in a blended EFL course.

LITERACY

IN NORWAY AND CYPRUS:

A COMPARATIVE STUDY

OBJECTIVE

The term Language Assessment Literacy - LAL (Stiggins, 1991; Fulcher 2012; Taylor 2013)
refers to the ability to design and implement good assessment practices that reflect the
needs of particular social contexts. However, studies have begun looking at LAL in particular
contexts, drawing attention to the intricacies in examining teachers as assessors and the
perceptions and knowledge about learning and assessment they bring to the dynamic LAL
acquisition process (Scarino, 2013; Vogt et al., 2020).

The aim of this paper is to present the findings from a large-scale survey of teacher assess-
ment literacy undertaken in two European countries, namely Cyprus and Norway. It focuses
on English language school teachers’ perceptions of their LAL levels and training needs in
the educational contexts of the two countries aiming to investigate differences and simi-
larities of LAL practices (e.g. content, feedback, marking), confidence in LAL, and training
needs.

METHODOLOGY

We used an adaptation of the TALE project questionnaire, with 17 questions examining
background information, Assessment Practices, Assessment confidence and training
needs, and Use of Technology in LAL. Our sample consisted of 134 teachers from Norway
and 396 teachers from Cyprus.



The statistical analysis performed involved: (i) chi-square tests for independence in the case
of comparing dichotomous variables and (ii) Mann-Whitney tests for comparing ordinal vari-
ables. The variables entered were the percentages of the answers the teachers in Norway
and Cyprus gave.

RESULTS

Analysis of the results showed differences between the LAL levels and orientations of
EFL teachers in the two contexts under study with regard to assessment practices, con-
fidence and training needs. The results point to the fact that teachers’ LAL seems to be a
situated activity, characterized by assessment practices compatible with and mandated
with the social and pedagogical values and beliefs that the school and local educational
system uphold.

COMMUNICATIVE REPERTOIRE,
WRITING AND COMMUNICATING
BEYOND LANGUAGE

This presentation draws on a doctoral study which sought to gain an understanding of
adults’ contemporary writing practices and their development as writers. Broadly framed
with the field of New Literacy Studies, it used a critical qualitative design to investigate
how adults on Higher Education programmes positioned themselves as writers and how
they constructed their writing identities across the different overlapping domains of their
lives. ‘Writing’ was explored as one communicative element in multimodal ensembles. The
research investigated writing within a social constructivist and poststructuralist perspective
that sees writing, not as a property of individuals but as a form of language that arises in
interaction. The study took an interdisciplinary approach, examining the value participants
gave to their diverse dominant and vernacular writing practices, including their uses of dif-
ferent languages and technologies for writing.

The findings highlighted the value of ‘communicative repertoire’ (Rymes, 2014) as an ex-
planatory construct in disentangling the complexities of writing, both online and offline,
and in positioning the individual as a knowledgeable and active subject in communicative
encounters. The research also explored how linguistic ethnography can contribute to an
analysis of the ‘finegrain’ in communicative interactions and how it can be used as a helpful
tool for researcher reflexivity.

The presentation aims to make an argument for foregrounding writer subjectivities, as well
as the notion of ‘communicative repertoire’, which disrupt the centrality of language and no-
tions of correctness in writing. This opens up a space for citizen sociolinguistics and hopeful
literacies, enabling wider discussions about what matters in research and education.

MARGINALISED

GROUPS: THE CASE OF PRISON
EDUCATION

In an increasingly mediatized society where the structure and processes of political commu-
nication, political decision-making and the democratic process are shaped by a ubiquitous
media landscape, digital and media literacy skills are critical components to active citizen-
ship. This is emphatically true in the ways that social media technologies shape our under-
standing of social reality and enable our presumed active participation in the public sphere.
Processes of mediatization in their new digital forms constitute the development of media
literacy skills contemporary necessity for active and engaged citizenship for democratic
participation in the online/offline world.

Although the issue of digital divides, may concern different groups of the population, restric-
tions to access and accessibility directly affect marginalized groups. This is particularly true
of detainees who are socially and geographically marginalized, and thus excluded from the
development of media literacy skills. As those who lack these skills lag behind and do not
take the advantages that these technologies offer at all levels of everyday life, detainees in
particular find themselves at risk of reoffending as they are unable to adjust to the demands
of contemporary world, find a job, handle everyday tasks for which digital skills are neces-
sary, critically engage with traditional or digital media content and become integrated into
society.

Prison education plays an important part of the rehabilitation process and can help prisoners
gain valuable skills which can be useful for future employment and further education and
training opportunities. In this respect and considering the above, it is essential that it incor-



porates digital and media literacy skills in order to empower detainees and prepare them for
re-entering a society which in all likelihood will have changed rapidly during their detention
and equip them with the skills necessary for active and engaged citizenship as to minimize
chances of recidivism.

This paper will present the outcomes of an Erasmus+ funded Project on Media Literacy
titled SEMELI (2020-23) which aimed to develop and implement innovative methods and
practices to foster social inclusion of young detainees and promote social values with the
rest of society through media literacy. This purpose was achieved through the development
and the delivery of a training program addressed to them, covering ICT skills and media
literacy skills.

MULTILINGUAL LITERACIES
AND MULTILINGUAL
IDENTITIES IN LADIN MINORITY
SPEAKERS

IN SOUTH TYROL

This talk discusses multilingual literacy and identity development in adolescent students
aged 15 to 19 in a Ladin community setting in South Tyrol, northern Italy. The talk focuses
on Ladin students® multilingual and multiliteral competences, their multilingual repertoires
and dominant language constellations (DLCs) (Aronin 2019). A critical analysis of the mono-
glossic native-speaker model is undertaken, and a new dynamic and creative multilingual
speaker model is proposed. Dynamic systems and complexity-informed perspectives (Herdi-
na & Jessner, 2002; Hofer 2023) provide the theoretical underpinning for the current discus-
sion of new literacy targets in educational contexts. The Ladin school system is presented
as a model case for the successful implementation of multilingual literacy development in
multilingual minority settings.

OBJECTIVE

Physical literacy, defined as an individual’s relationship with physical activity, has signifi-
cantly permeated policy and practice discussions across diverse global contexts (Bailey,
2022; IPLA, 2017; Spengler & Cohen, 2015). In line with the increasing global emphasis on
physical literacy, our study aimed to examine the perceptions and understanding of pre-ser-

vice and in-service Physical Education teachers regarding this concept. Furthermore, we
sought to identify potential disparities in this understanding among participants from differ-
ent countries and between the two cohorts of educators.

Methodology: A mixed-method approach was followed, including the collection and analysis
of online survey data (using Essiet et al., 2022 scale) and qualitative interviews conducted
via focus groups across Cyprus, the Czech Republic, Italy, and Serbia, involving 92 partic-
ipants primarily aged 17-25, with an average teaching experience of 4.72+8.34 years in
physical education contexts.

RESULTS

Quantitative analysis results suggest a considerable comprehension of physical literacy and
its role in school settings among the participants. A chi-square analysis revealed no signif-
icant differences in physical literacy perspectives between pre-service (i.e., university stu-
dents) and in-service teachers (p>0.05). Spearman p correlations suggested a relationship
between teaching experience and agreement with physical literacy statements regarding
lifelong physical activity engagement. Qualitative findings from focus groups offer detailed
insights into the diverse understandings of physical literacy among the two cohorts of edu-
cators. Despite variable exposure to the term, both groups acknowledge the critical role of
physical literacy in promoting a healthy lifestyle, developing personality, improving physical
and mental well-being, and enhancing the quality of life. However, they recognize challeng-
es in conceptual understanding, the integration of physical literacy into existing curricula,
and need for more explicit policy guidance and professional development opportunities.

CONCLUSIONS

The study concludes that while pre-service and in-service Physical Education teachers
demonstrate a satisfactory understanding of physical literacy, there are discrepancies in
its practical application and operationalisation across different educational settings. This
gap suggests potential avenues for enhancing future education via targeted understanding
and specific application of physical literacy principles. Furthermore, our research highlights
the influence of teaching experience on certain physical literacy perspectives, indicating a
need for continued research and professional development interventions. The findings of
this study can guide the further development and effective incorporation of physical literacy
into educational curricula and policy across Europe and beyond.

cilitate the effective teaching of literacy within their subjects, in order to improve education-
al outcomes for all students. This is particularly important for schools and communities with
high levels of deprivation: In England in 2020, students from disadvantaged backgrounds
scored an average of 1.24 GCSE grades lower than their non-disadvantaged peers.

The LfL programme aims to improve disadvantaged students’ academic outcomes by equip-
ping them with the literacy knowledge and skills they need to access all their subjects. It
does this through increasing teacher expertise in the teaching of disciplinary (academic)
literacy. The goal is for teachers to understand and explicitly teach the communication,
reading and writing skills of their own subject.

RESEARCH

Drawing on research from the Education Endowment Foundation’s ‘Improving Literacy in
Secondary schools’ (2019) and Shanahan, Shanahan and Misischia’s (2011) analysis of
expert reading in subjects such as History, Maths and Science, disciplinary literacy is pre-
sented as a powerful tool to unlock subject content.

In addition, the LfL programme supports secondary schools to build communities of prac-
tice, bringing together educators with subject-specific expertise alongside senior leaders
and language and literacy experts. These groups work collaboratively to explore how dis-
ciplinary literacy-led approaches can be a driving force to improve academic attainment
across a whole school.

“Initiatives that utilize the expertise of content teachers within learning communities where
they are afforded autonomy and time to collaborate have the best chance of gaining the
benefits intrinsic in disciplinary literacy instruction.” (Lent and Voigt, 2019)

From 2019 to 2021, funding from the JJ Sainsbury’s Foundation enabled the National Liter-
acy Trust to deliver Literacy for Learning at scale and to target support at schools in areas of
high student disadvantage across England. During



STRUGGLING WHILE
JUGGLING: THE UNIQUE
CHALLENGES FACED
BY YOUNG CARERS

Background: Children and young adults who are caring for a seriously ill relative often find
it difficult to maintain required academic standards, given the tremendous burden they’re
under. While their peers are doing the “regular” things that young people their age do, young
carers are trying to maintain a sense of “normalcy”, and keep up their schoolwork or stud-
ies, all while shopping, cooking, cleaning, running errands, taking care of physical needs
(such as bathing the relative, or administering medications), and accompanying their par-
ents to clinics and medical tests and appointments.

Being in a household with a seriously ill parent is emotionally draining, time-consuming and
often places financial pressures on the family, such that many young carers feel the need,
or are required, to take on extra jobs in addition to all their other responsibilities. These
demands directly affect the young carer’s ability to invest the time and effort needed to suc-
ceed academically. Many young carers do poorly in school, drop out, or give up on pursuing
long-held dreams because they don’t have the time and resources to invest in long-term,
costly, time-consuming fields of study.

Other aspects of their lives which are negatively impacted include:

) Social connections: Friendships can be put under strain, when the young carers re-
peatedly aren’t able to go out, or attend events, because family care comes first.
Often the young carers feel embarrassed or awkward about having friends come
over. This is especially true if the ill relative looks, acts our sounds “different” in any

way, causing the carer to wonder if friends will view the family situation in a negative
light. The same is also true if the home is in a state of disarray because of lack of
time and resources.

® The emotional toll: The young person feels strained, worried and alone, with no one
to talk to. Many young carers express the feeling that somehow there is a stigma
around having a seriously ill relative and having to care for them, even though they
know that rationally, this may not be the case.

() Young carers suffer from exhaustion, burnout and often put their own health needs
second to those of the relative’s.

The Educational Focus: Although the areas of assistance that are needed are manifold,
this workshop will focus on the carers’ academic needs, and what solutions are most likely
to help them maintain their grades at school/university, and achieve successes that they
would be capable of otherwise, if they had not been put in this position.

Completing high school and obtaining a certificate, degree, and/or profession are the keys
to financial stability, and will help them break the cycle of poverty that they may all too easily
fall into. As such, for the purposes of this workshop, academic success will be seen as the
single most important factor for providing assistance, although it is recognized that it’s by
no means the only one and that many of the factors are intertwined and interdependent.

Workshop Goals: The goals of the workshop will be twofold:

() Raising awareness about the unique challenges that this population faces, around
the globe.

® Brainstorming solutions, including realistic ideas geared towards the specific needs
of the participants’ home countries.

NOTE: According to the International Alliance of Carer Organizations (Global State of Caring,
July, 2021), an increasing number of countries are recognizing the needs of young carers
who are minors/school-aged children. There are also employment laws and conventions to
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assist carers who need flexibility and special accommodations while working and caring
simultaneously. The group of carers that currently fall through the cracks are students in
higher education who are caring for a seriously ill relative. These young carers are no longer
minors who are seen to need protection by society. Nor are they employed, with rights and
laws to safeguard their positions. Instead, they are isolated, with no protective legislation,
and often rely on the mercy of individual professors or department heads, who may or may
not support them, and whom they must approach, one by one, hat in hand, telling their sto-
ry, and exposing their vulnerability, each time afresh. The focus of the workshop will be on
young carers in higher education.

PEDAGOGICAL STRATEGIES
FOR THE PROMOTION

OF MULTILINGUALISM

IN CYPRUS

The workshop’s aims are two-fold: 1) to support participants with pedagogical strategies to
create inclusive learning environments taking into account the needs of all learners, and 2)
to acquaint participants with tools that look into the past and current diversity of languages
and cultures in Cyprus. In doing so, it aims to allow for the exploration of the multiplicity of
linguistic backgrounds amongst participants and wider society, and to reflect on linguistic
repertoires, create an awareness of languages and students’ role in the process of learning.
The workshop is founded on our research conducted to develop a teacher’s handbook on
linguistic diversity and multilingualism in Cyprus.

Our research identifies a number of shortcomings of education across Cyprus with regards
to students with a home language different from that of the language of instruction, the
prevailing approach to the use of Cypriot varieties of Greek and Turkish in education, and
the position of foreign languages in the curricula. Organisations such as the Council of Eu-
rope recognise the importance of these challenges on a global scale and emphasise the
significance of plurilingual and intercultural education in promoting a culture of democracy.
Teachers are crucial stakeholders for the successful implementation of any recommenda-
tion, and therefore, teacher education should be prioritised, where teachers are introduced
to linguistic and cultural diversity, the complexities of identity and self-identification. It is
therefore essential for teachers to challenge their own beliefs and misconceptions before
they can promote multilingualism amongst learners.



In order to facilitate the integration and inclusion of students from diverse backgrounds and
demographics, the workshop will emphasise the importance of recognising the linguistic
repertoires of learners, making space for all languages, and how languages contribute to
fostering a democratic culture. Secondly, the workshop will discuss strategies that encour-
age participants to learn about themselves and their peers, and develop curiosity about the
languages and cultures present in the broader school community or society. It will explore
how subjects such as history, social sciences, and languages can be taught in a way that
embraces diversity and opens space for multiple narratives. The workshop will touch upon
language use and biographies, and employ collaborative writing, oral history, and text anal-
ysis. It will provide examples of activities that serve to humanise ‘the other’, as participants
get introduced with examples of multilinguals in Cyprus and reflect on their own multilin-
gualism.

By fostering curiosity about the languages and cultures present in the school community and
society, the workshop aims to provide participants with pedagogical strategies to create a
more inclusive learning environment. By challenging their own beliefs and utilising the strat-
egies presented, it is the overarching goal of our handbook that teachers will play a pivotal
role in transforming classrooms and fostering a society that values linguistic diversity and
intercultural understanding. Through practical strategies and guidance, the workshop will
empower participants to facilitate discussions, embrace multilingualism, cultivate curiosity
and understanding of the multiplicity of experiences with languages among their students,
and foster a culture of democracy and respect for diversity.
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
